Childcare Survey - Before & After School Care 
Elkhart Christian Church is working in partnership with the Lincoln Area YMCA to explore the possibility 
of bringing childcare to the Elkhart community. The purpose of this survey is to gather information from 
the community on how many students would utilize before and after school childcare at a licensed 
location in Elkhart. The Lincoln Area YMCA before and after school program is currently serving children 
in grades K-5.
